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Introduction

The phenomena of aggression and violence in family is a very serious social issue especially in period of crisis. It is particularly dangerous in effects when children are victims. 

Purpose of the work

The main objective of the work was to get to know the effects of violence and aggression on the psychophysical development, the morbidity and the public functioning of children.

Material

237 children at the age of 14 being students of three junior secondary schools of Warmian - Mazurian province were involved in examinations. The population was divided in two groups: examined group (G.E.) experiencing violence and aggression (42.6%) and control group (comparative – G.C.) without violence and aggression (57.4%)

Methods

The research was conducted with seven methods of the diagnostic survey that is:

Questionnaires – questionnaire forms in amount of three being drawn up by the author, examining the somatic state, analysis of pedagogical, educational, penitentiary documents and two psychological tests (“What are you like”, “Unfinished Sentences”).

Results

It has been shown that home violence is common, in particular, in dysfunctional families of low social status. 

Based on collected data it has been stated, that every second family meets with aggression and the violence. Simultaneously, only every second child from G.E. shows the home violence in the direct way. Irrespective of the domicile, more often girls sustain the violence. The frequency of violence towards children is greater in families where the violence towards the spouse coexists.

More than one disease was pronounced in every third child with G.E.. These are children with the small body weight and the short height, with problems of headaches and stomachaches, of bed-wetting, infection of the urinary system, bronchial asthma and with greater frequency of injuries. Children with signs of fear and anxiety and problems in school and public functioning.

Conclusions

The phenomena of aggression and violence in family have concerned a half of the examined 14 year-old population causing symptoms of the so-called battered baby syndrome. It manifests itself with disorders of all aspects of life, that is: of the somatic, psychological development and public functioning of a child.
